NOTICE OF PASSING OF A ZONING BY-LAW

NEW COMPREHENSIVE ZONING BY-LAW

BY-LAW 2010-04

TAKE NOTICE THAT the Council of the Corporation of the Town of Gravenhurst passed a new Town of Gravenhurst Comprehensive Zoning By-law, being By-law 2010-04 on the 20th day of April, 2010, pursuant to Section 34 of the Planning Act, R.S.O. 1990, c. P. 13, as amended.  

THE PURPOSE of By-law 2010-04 is to establish a new Comprehensive Zoning By-law for the Town of Gravenhurst.  This new Comprehensive Zoning By-law is an important tool for managing the development of land within the municipality and is the legal document that regulates how land can be used and the required standards such as lot sizes, building types, setbacks from property lines and other features, provisions for accessory uses and buildings including docks and boathouses, and parking requirements, amongst other matters.  This new Comprehensive Zoning By-law:

· Implements and builds upon the policies contained within the Town’s Official Plan;

· Conforms to the policies of the District of Muskoka Official Plan;

· Is consistent with the Planning Act and Provincial Policy Statement;

· Incorporates modernized best zoning practices; and 

· Updates and digitizes zoning schedules in the Town.

THE EFFECT of By-law 2010-04 is to rescind By-law 94-54, the Town’s existing Comprehensive Zoning By-law, and all amendments thereto and replace it with a new Comprehensive Zoning By-law for the Town of Gravenhurst.  

The new Comprehensive Zoning By-law, By-law 2010-04, applies to all land within the Town of Gravenhurst, therefore a key map has not been provided.

AND TAKE NOTICE THAT any person or agency may appeal to the Ontario Municipal Board in respect of the By-law by filling with the Clerk of the Town of Gravenhurst, not later than the 25th day of May, 2010, a notice of appeal on the requisite Ontario Municipal Board Appeal Form (available from the OMB website at www.omb.gov.on.ca) setting out the objection to the By-law and reasons in support of the objection, accompanied by the appeal fee required by the Ontario Municipal Board in the amount of $125.00. 

Note:  Only individuals, corporations and public bodies may appeal a by-law to the Ontario Municipal Board.  A notice of appeal  may not be filed by an unincorporated association or group.  However, a notice of appeal may be filed in the name of an individual who is a member of the association or group on its behalf.

No person or public body shall be added as a party to the hearing of the appeal unless, before the by-law was passed, the person or public body made oral submissions at a public meeting or written submissions to the Council or, in the opinion of the Ontario Municipal Board, there are reasonable grounds to add the person or public body as a party.
